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FROM THE RECTORY
As I write this, we have just marked the 92nd anniversary of the signing of the armistice that ended the hostilities in the Great War, the war that those who lived through it named the “war to end all wars”. Ninety-two years on, being still at war, it is easy to lose hope in our common human ability to live in justice and peace with each other, leave alone our being able to live on our planet in a sustainable way. Will we ever learn? But the Christmas season, to which we now turn, is all about hope and not hope in what God might do in the future but hope in what humanity is capable of in the present. 

Unlike the stories of the superheroes in comic books and films, where the central figure is someone with super powers who comes to the rescue of feeble, grateful human beings, the Christmas story tells of “ the Word made flesh”. Jesus, God with us, God incarnate, is born a human baby, with no super powers, no special abilities. The life he lives is a human life. He mends our humanity by living it as it can be lived: truthful, compassionate and open to God. As we celebrate Jesus’ birth, we are not celebrating the birth 2000 years ago of our long dead super-hero, we are celebrating the trust that God has in human nature today. We are celebrating that the path of love and openness to God that Jesus walked is the path that we too can walk. The Spirit of God that graced all Jesus’ words and actions is our companion too. 

During Advent, the four weeks leading up to Christmas, three little Nativity scenes, called Posadas, will be going around the parish from home to home. Receiving the little nativity scene is a symbol of receiving Jesus himself into our homes, lives and hearts. Each scene comes with a little prayer card for the individual or family to say as the Posada arrives. The Posada won’t get to everyone, there isn’t time, but I encourage you to make sure that at least one of your Christmas decorations this year is a little crib scene, even if it is a Christmas card you buy for yourself and as you put it somewhere say this Posada prayer. Be encouraged by the trust that God has in humanity and in you this Christmas.

CHRISTMAS LETTER FROM BISHOP PETER, BATH AND WELLS
Who will join your table this Christmas?

It was foggy last Christmas Eve as I made my way to Bath Abbey for Midnight Service. As so often at a Christmas Mass I wondered who might join us at the Lord’s Table. There is something very moving about watching people come to receive Communion, particularly on occasions such as Christmas and All Souls Day. I often wonder about their stories, and why they have come. I wonder too, about the table that they might sit down at later on Christmas Day, and with whom they will share this feast that is at the same time both material and mysterious.

In my address that Christmas Eve, I had spoken of the regard that Muslims have for Mary the Mother of Jesus. Mary plays an important part in Muslim tradition, particularly for women, many of whom in different languages, are named after her. At childbirth a Muslim mother is given sweet dates, because tradition has it that such gifts were given to Mary on the birth of Jesus. I spoke of Mary providing a place for dialogue between Christians and Muslims.

In the line of people who came forward to receive the sacrament, or a blessing were a small group of visitors from Pakistan. I prayed for them, making the sign of the cross on their foreheads. Later when the service ended and we stood in the Abbey Square bidding one another Happy Christmas, the group surrounded me, smiling and offering enthusiastic season’s greetings. ‘We are Muslims from Pakistan,’ they said, ‘Thank you for your Christmas message about Mary. We wanted to come to worship tonight.’ Their host, graciously and kindly told me that he was something of a nominal Christian, but had come because his Muslim friends had been so anxious to come to worship the gift of the Christ child to the world. For me it was the best Christmas present of 2009. 

Later that day as we sat down with new born grandchildren, lots of noise and chaos of a family dinner, the first away from home in nearly forty five years, I thought a lot about my Christmas gift of the night before. I recalled some words of Henri Nouwen when he spoke of ‘the table as being one of the most intimate places of our lives. It is there we give ourselves to each other…We invite friends to become part of our lives. We want them to be nurtured by the same food and drink that nurtures us, and it is the place where we want to become food for each other; a place which can become a time of growing communion with each other.’

For me that says much of what Christmas is about. A time to receive the unexpected gift; a place to acknowledge that strangers are only those who have not yet become friends; and the table provides not only food to share, but a place where God becomes food for us; and we become food for one another. A happy material and mysterious Christmas.

Memorable Memorial Day at Charlton Musgrove
On Thursday, 11th November, Armistice Day, the new Charlton Musgrove Memorial Hall and Memorial Stone were blessed by the vicar, The Reverend Canon Joanna Penberthy. At a service that combined the traditional Armistice Day Act of Remembrance with the dedication of the new hall, the names of those from the village who had fallen in the two world wars and subsequent conflicts were read.

It has taken the villagers three years of planning and fundraising to reach this memorable occasion.  The Memorial Hall was handed over to the builders, F J Reeves and Sons of Sparkford in February of this year, with a target to complete the new hall by the end of October, in time for the 2010 Armistice Day Service.  With days to spare the builders met the target date and handed over the completed building to the Hall’s Trustees.  As well as the hall project team, a team was also tasked to design a memorial stone to be included in the build of the new hall as Charlton Musgrove does not have a war memorial of its own.  The stone, carved from Portland stone, was duly commissioned and carved by Karl Friedrich of Bruton Stonemasons.  On an overcast and blustery day, some 80 people gathered at the Memorial Hall for the service.  Guests included Miss Ginny Lighton, the daughter of Sir Christopher Lighton who had donated the land on which the original hall had been built,  Lady Dunphie, who had officially opened the original hall in 1958 and, adding poignancy to the whole service of Remembrance, Beryl Carroll and Richard Wilson, relatives of two of those named on the memorial.

The new hall, like its predecessor, was built in memory of those from the village who had given their lives in the Service of their country in the two world wars and subsequent conflicts.  Of the fourteen named on the new plaque ten were from regiments with strong links to today’s Rifles and therefore it was very appropriate that the Last Post was sounded by Lance Corporal Hutchinson from the Band and Bugles of the Rifles in Winchester and recently returned from duty in Afganistan with 4 Rifles.  To highlight the links with regiments from a previous age the parade was supported by two standard bearers, Mr Geoff Eavis and Mr Mike Pike carrying the Dorset Old Comrades and Rifle’s Standard respectively.  After the service everyone was invited to look around the new hall and enjoy light refreshments.  It was a memorable Memorial Day and a fitting start to the life of the new hall.  The villagers of Charlton Musgrove now look forward to the official opening of the hall in a few weeks time.                                                             SN
